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WHAT ARE THE POTENTIAL IMPACTS OF RED
TIDES?
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Aguaculture: 3ome algal species may produece toxin or induce
mucus secretion that impairs the respiratory function of fish gills.
Besides, massive algal growth will consume a large amount of
dissolved oxygen at night. The affected fish, especially those
cultured in coges, may die of suffocation or oxygen depletion.
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Human: Some algal species moy produce toxing that can
directly kill fish or biotoxins that are accumulated by shellfish. Avoid
eating the fish that have been killed by toxing or the shellfish thot
have been exposed to harmiful olgal blooms.,
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
